• SIGNS (NEIGHBORHOOD INTERNAL & EXTERNAL)
Signs go up Thursday (if rain permits), so expect the professional buyers early Friday — most likely while you setup before 8am.
I will remove all the signs after 6pm Saturday (or earlier if it rains).  I’ll leave the signs up (past 4pm) for the stragglers. Call me
IMMEDIATELY if you see ANYONE removing the signs Thursday evening thru Saturday afternoon. I want these signs back, I
reuse them each year when possible. Depending on my energy rate, I may wait until Sunday to take down signs.

• MAKE IT OBVIOUS!
If your sale is not obviously in your front yard, put up balloons or streamers or SOMETHING to attract shoppers who merely
glance down the street before moving on to the next street. Make them curious!

This year, to help with expenses (signs, ads and photocopying), I have engaged a neighborhood business (North End Diner) in a
small sponsorship. For covering the printing of maps I hand out during the sale, they get their coupon on the back. If you
haven’t tried the North End Diner, go for the great food and low prices!
